“Open” Authorized User Accounts  
Closed authorized user (AU) tradelines require no consideration.  If coded as “terminated” on 

the credit report it is equal to a closed trade line. 

Manually Underwritten Loans: Insure an open authorized user tradeline(s) is  an accurate                          

reflection of the applicant’s independent approach to credit repayment and credit history. 

 

GUS “Accept” Loans: In the event one of the following conditions cannot be met, a GUS “Accept” 

recommendation would need to be manually downgraded to a “Refer”: 

 The  AU tradeline is owned by another applicant on the mortgage loan application. 

 The owner of the AU tradeline is the spouse of the applicant (not ex-spouse). 

 The applicant has made payments on the AU account for the previous 12 months 

prior to loan application. 

 Credit score can be validated by two tradelines listed on the credit report, which are 

not authorized user accounts, with at least 12 months of payment history. 

 

GUS Downgrading (HB Chapter 10.7 B) 
A GUS “Accept” may need to be manually downgraded to a “Refer” and manually underwritten 

if the following apply per HB 3555 Chapter 10: 

 Unable to validate a credit score (10.5) 

 Disputed account(s) (that do not meet 10.11) 

 Authorized user account(s) (that do not meet 10.12) 

 Manually input liabilities 

 Potential derogatory or contradictory information
