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City of Reidsville hold Groundbreaking for Senior Center


Reidsville, Rockingham County April 14, 2015 – Today, shovels of dirt flew on Washington Street at the groundbreaking ceremony for the new Senior Center.  

“With people living longer these days, it is critical that the senior population has access to these types of services in their own community,” said Randall Gore, State Director USDA Rural Development. “The senior center is an example of the importance that USDA Rural Development places on investments that assist rural communities to provide quality of life for all of its citizens.”

The City of Reidsville has a strong senior citizens' program for adults aged 55 and older through the Senior Center. The new 37,000 square foot senior center and adult day care center will help facilitate an already active senior program that emphasizes the importance of active, healthy lifestyles for older adults in the community.  In addition to senior nutrition, activities and physical fitness, the Rockingham County Aging, Disability and Transit Services will provide adult day health care services to residents in the county.

USDA is providing funding through the Community Facilities program which helps finance essential community facilities for public use in rural areas. These include schools, hospitals, medical clinics, assisted-living facilities, fire and rescue stations, police stations, libraries, community centers, public buildings and transportation.  In Fiscal Year 2014, the agency invested more than $1.4 billion in rural North Carolina through affordable loans, loan guarantees and grants.
