From the National Park Service web page, “The National Natural Landmarks (NNL) Program
recognizes and encourages the conservation of sites that contain outstanding biological and
geological resources, regardless of landownership type.” There are 600 landmarks in the program
which is administered by the National Park Service.

Natural features represented include the only 1 HERE (A i
significant segment of gulf coastal prairie remaining, providing
habitat for the endangered Attwater's prairie chicken, a classic
illustration of a batholith and of the exfoliation process, one of
the best developed, least disturbed natural shortgrass climax
communities remaining in the Great Plains biophysiographic
province, and several highly decorated cave systems exhibiting
a variety of rare speleothems. Nineteen of the sites were
designated as NNLs between 1965 and 1983 with the most
recent designation of Cave Without A Name occurring in 2009. " —

Ezell's Cave is the smallest Texas NNL at just over 2 acres, Palo Duro Canyon State Park, a National Natural
whereas over 16,000 acres are designated at Palo Duro Landmark in Texas.
