Complete application packages should include the following items:

Application for Federal Assistance (SF424 – Non-Construction).  Should you have any questions on completing this form, please contact the Area Office.  The application requires signatures in two (2) places, the front page and upon conclusion of the “assurances” page.  

Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS).  If you are applying for a Federal grant, you are required to provide a DUNS number.  This is a unique nine-character identification number assigned by the commercial company Dun & Bradstreet. There is no charge for this number and you can receive it immediately by calling 1-800-333-0505 or 1-800-234-3867 or 1-800-705-5711
System for Award Management (S.A.M.).  For an application to be considered complete, SAM registration is required.  If you are already registered, please provide your current CAGE number.

How to register in SAM
1. Go to www.SAM.gov

2. Create a Personal Account and Login

3. Click “Register New Entity” under “Manage Entity” on your “My SAM” page

4. Select your type of Entity

5. Select “No” to “Do you wish to bid on contracts?”

6. Select “Yes” to “Do you want to be eligible for grants and other federal assistance?”

7. Complete “Core Data”

· Enter CAGE code if you have one. If not, one will be assigned to you after your

9. Your entity registration will become active after 3-5 days when the IRS validates your TIN information.
