	$10,875 to install a new energy efficient equipment at a maple syrup operation. This new system will reduce energy consumption by almost 50%.

	$4,800 to install a 4kW roof-mounted solar PV system at a rural repair shop. The proposed system is expected to displace almost 94% of the operation’s electrical usage.

	$18,333 to install a 24.9kW roof-mounted solar PV system on a farm. The proposed system is expected to displace 122% of the operation’s electrical usage.
