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Q: On a construction project, is it the prime contractor's responsibility to report the jobs numbers or the municipalities?

A: If the municipality is the Prime Recipient, they can report the job numbers or delegate that responsibility to the Prime Contractor. If the municipality reports for the prime contractor, they would be responsible for collecting the jobs numbers from the contractor.

Q: On my grant only project, the grant will cover about 1/3 of the project cost and will be spent last.  Construction has begun, how do I report the money spent so far, in the text box? Also how do I report the jobs created? They are being paid with my agency's money right now. 

A: Only the jobs created/retained using ARRA funds or funds that will be reimbursed by ARRA funds should be reported. If you report job numbers without receiving any ARRA funds, you can provide clarification in the accompanying narrative text fields by stating that you will be reimbursed.
